This month’s favorite ride:

The ride starts in Gray, travels 85 miles over his and curves with lovely views. Proceed north ontR26, a pretty
much straight forward ride for 14 miles to the intesection with Rt. 11. Take a left here, or you aad stop for
breakfast at the restaurant, Eggcettera” across thintersection. An Excellent breakfast spot. Take th left on Rt.
11 south for 9.5 miles and then go left on the Quak Ridge Road. Gently climbing to the SE for 1 mildéake a left
at Hacker Mt. Road. This a one lane paved privategad. Open to the public. Watch the culvert bump jusat the
start and be careful of any wet leaves or pine netss. Continue on the paved road, to the top, wheiieturns to
well packed gravel. This is a beautiful view of nady 360 deg. Rest room facilities available. Goodpst for
viewing, picture taking or a picnic.

Retrace your route back to Rt.11 and turn left coninuing on to the intersection of Rt. 302 taking aight into
Naples. In Naples take a left on Rt.114 and contimusouth to the Long Hill Road in East Sebago, hergear the
location of the Fitch Store, take a right up the Lag Hill Road until intersecting with Rt. 107. Righ on Rt. 107 for
% mile to the Dyke Mountain Road on the left. Contiue to the top of the Dyke Mountain Rd. and go righon to
Orchard Road. Here is another lovely view of the Whe Mountains. Go to the bottom of the hill and gdeft on the
Convene Road. This will bring you into Hiram. Takea left on Rt.117 and then another left onto Rt. 13 Follow
Rt. 113 along the Saco River and when reaching Sge€alls go left on the Boundary Road. This intersds with
Rt.113; then go right to Sebago Lake Station whera left onto Rt. 35 will take you into North Windham and you
can continue to your starting point at Gray.
